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1 DESCRIPTION
1.1 PURPOSE

The basic version of the machine is a scarifier
intended for use in gardening environments. The blade
cylinder is designed for ripping moss and weeds -
complete with their roots - out of the soil and for
loosening the soil.

With the additional tine cylinder, the machine can be
converted to a lawn dethatcher in just a few steps.
When used as a dethatcher, the machine is primarily
used to remove thatch from small-scale, residential
lawns and home/hobby gardens.

PREPARATION

Wear ear protection and safety
glasses at all times while operating
the machine.

While operating the machine always
wear substantial footwear and long
trousers. Do not operate the machine
when barefoot or wearing open
sandals. Avoid wearing clothing that
is loose fitting or that has hanging
cords or ties.

Thoroughly inspect the area where
the machine is to be used and
remove all objects which can be
thrown by the machine.

Operate the machine in a
recommended position and only on a
firm, level surface.

ejected material could cause injury.
Before starting the machine, check
that all screws, nuts, bolts, and other
fasteners are properly secured and
that guards and screens in place.

OPERATION

Use the machine only in daylight or
good artificial light.

« Stop the blade(s) if the machine has
to be tilted for transportation when
crossing surfaces other than grass,
and when transporting the machine
to and from the area to be used.
Never operate the machine with
defective guards or shields, or
without safety devices, for example
deflectors and/ or grass collector, in
place.
Switch on the motor carefully
according to instructions and with
feet well away from the blade(s).
Do not tilt machine when switching
on the motor, except if the machine
has to be tilted for starting. In
this case, do not tilt it more than
absolutely necessary and lift only
the part which is away from the
operator. Always ensure that both
hands are in the operating position
before returning the machine to the
ground.
Do not start the machine when
standing in front of the discharge
opening.
Do not put hands or feet near or
under rotating parts. Keep clear of
the discharge opening at all times.

Do not transport the machine while
the power source is running.

Stop the machine, remove the
disabling device and battery pack.
Make sure that all moving parts have
come to a complete stop

whenever you leave the machine;
before clearing blockages or
unclogging chute;

before checking, cleaning or
working on the machine;

after striking a foreign object.
Inspect the machine for damage
and make repairs before restarting
and operating the machine; if

the machine starts to vibrate
abnormally (check immediately);
inspect for damage;

replace or repair any damaged
parts;

check for and tighten any loose
parts.

2.4 MAINTENANCE

Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight
to be sure the machine is in safe
working condition.

Check the grass collector frequently
for wear or deterioration.

On machines with multi blade, take
care as rotating one blade can cause
other blades to rotate.

Be careful during adjustment of the
machine to prevent entrapment of
the fingers between moving blades
and fixed parts of the machine.
Always allow the machine to cool
down before storing.

When servicing the blades be aware
that, even though the power source
is switched off, the blades can still be
moved.



* Replace worn or damaged parts

for safety. Use only genuine
replacement parts and accessories.
When the machine is stopped for
servicing, inspection, or storage, or
to change an accessory, remove
battery pack, and make sure that

all moving parts are come to a
complete stop. Allow the machine to
cool before making any inspections,
adjustments, etc. Maintain the
machine with care and keep it clean.
Store the machine out of the reach of
children.

6.2 INSTALL THE LOWER HANDLE

1. Attach the handle fixations to the sides of the
machine.

2. Putthe bolts of the handle knobs through the
fixations.

3. Turn the handle knobs clockwise to tighten the
lower handle.

4. Adjust the lower handle in one of the three
positions.

Make sure that the two handle knobs are in the
same position.

Do not make damage to the cables when you fold or
unfold the handle.

6.3 INSTALL THE UPPER HANDLE

1. Align the holes in the upper handle, the middle
handle and the lower handle.

2. Putthe bolts through the holes and lever nuts.
3. Tighten the quick-release levers onto the bolts.
4. Do the same operation on the other side.

6.4 INSTALL THE COLLECTING BOX

1. Open the rear discharge flap and hold it.

2. Hold the collecting box by its handle and put the
collecting box suspensions over the hooks.

3. Close the rear discharge flap.

6.5 ADJUST WORKING HEIGHT

The machine can be set to different working height.

1. Pull the height adjustment lever forwards to
increase the working height.

2. Pullthe height adjustment lever backwards to
decrease the working height.

6.6 INSTALL THE BATTERY PACK
